T h i s  name s h a l l  n o t  b e  changed u n l e s s  permiss ion  
s h a l l  f i r s t  have been o b t a i n e d  f r o m  t h e  Board o f  
T r u s t e e s  of Kiwanis I n t e r n a t i o n a l .  

The t e r r i t o r i a l  limits of t h i s  c l u b  s h a l l  b e  
c o n f i n e d  t o :  Beginning a t  c i t y  limits on t h e  e a s t  
s i d e  of Missionary Ridge  and a p o i n t  1 / 4  mi le  s o u t h  
o f  c i t y  l i m i t s  which i s  d e s i g n a t e d  by a l i n e  
runn ing  e a s t  and wes t  through Anderson Avenue and 
f o l l o w i n g  Missionary Ridge t o  i t s  n o r t h e r n  
t e r m i n u s ,  then  due n o r t h  t o  Campbell S t r e e t  (58  
Highway), thence  due  e a s t  t o  t h e  Bonny Oaks Dr ive  
and f o l l o w i n g  Bonny Oaks Dr ive  east  t o  t h e  U.S.

ARTICLE I11 
MEMBERSHIP AND CLASSIFICATION 

Classes of Membership \ 

Section 1.  embers ship in this club shall be primarily of the 
active class as herein defined. 

There may be only two (2) other classes of 
membership, viz., senior and honorary. 

Section 2. Membership in this club shall not be granted to 
anyone who holds membership (other than honorary) 
in any other chartered Kiwanis club. 

Section 3.. The active members of this club shall represent a 
cross section of occupations in the community in 
which this club is located. 

' .To promote this objective, the number of active 
members in any one classification shall not exceed 
twenty percent (20%) of the total active 
membership. 

Section 4. Membership in this club is limited to persons over 
eighteen years of age who satisfy the 
qualifications for either active membership, senior 
membership, or honorary membership.
