 Dr. Timothy R. Jennings, a nationally known local Psychiatrist 

was our guest speaker last Friday at the invitation of President 

David Hamilton.  An excellent communicator,  Dr. Jennings spoke 

on addictions and the prefrontal cortex of the human brain that, 

among other things is responsible for making choices between right 

and wrong or good and bad.  When the PFC „s circuits are 

unbalanced, an individual often turns to alcohol and drugs to calm 

down those circuits.  However, after a while more and more addicting 

agents are needed to facilitate calmness. 

 As a Christian physician, Dr. Jennings shared a recent 

experiment where individuals were asked to meditate for 12 minutes 

a day on Bible passages dealing with God‟s love.  The result was a 

calming of the PFC and strong brain tissue growth.  He quoted 1 

John 4:18 for a proof text – There is no fear in love but perfect love 

casts out fear.
