Project coordinator Bud Connally
had been talking about this club project for weeks, but last Friday he accomplished a “ hard sel |l
Special Olympics director Judy Rogers to speak at our weekly meeting.

Judy said she began working with Special Olympics in 1972 as a volunteer and worked her way up the
ladder of service to become full time director. She informed us that Area 4, that serves Chattanooga and the
surrounding area, is 32 years old which is exactly the age of the Special Olympics program. That makes our
area the oldest in the United States.

The program is privately funded and has elected not to receive money from the United Way because
there always seems to be strings attached. Special Olympics also depends upon volunteers like those from
our club. Judy thanked us for agreeing to help and said there will be plenty for each volunteer to do on
Saturday morning.

Bud said that volunteers from our club need to be at the stadium at 9:30 A.M. promptly for assignments.

The entire event should be over by 1:30 P.M. He added that all of our members who take part in this worthy
service project will be given a Brainerd Kiwanis cap.
