LAST FRIDAYõS SPEAKER 

 Steve Clark, Program Chairman for May, introduced 
Master Gardener Bud Hines who spoke on the topic of 
composting yard, garden and food wastes at home.  Since 
there are a number of gardeners in our club, his talk hit a 
responsive note.  Bud gave us the ñdoôs and donôtsô related 
to composting and gave each interested person a valuable 
hand-out that more fully explained the composting process. 

 Bud said that three items should never be placed into 
the compost bin: meat, grease, and dairy products.  He 
told us that compost is made up of both carbon and 
nitrogen items, but that to make it work and there had to     
30% carbon items to1% nitrogen items.
