KIWANIS INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION REPORT  

         

 This yearôs Kiwanis International Convention, held last week in 
Nashville, was a good one.  Our Kentucky - Tennessee District served as 
host and many Kiwanians from the KT district volunteered in a variety of 
ways to make it happen.  Seven of our ten Division 3 clubs sent delegates, 
but Brainerd Kiwanis had the most attending.  Our delegates were David 
Hamilton and Jo Beth Kavanaugh, with Mark Siniard serving as 
alternate.  Lieutenant Governor Bob Segrest was a delegate at large, and 
his wife Barbara also attended. 

 Paul Palazzolo from Springfield, Illinois was chosen as the 2009-2010 
Kiwanis International president. Delegates also elected Sylvester Neal from Auburn, Washington to be 
president-elect, and Alan Penn from Medina, Ohio was elected vice president. All three office on October 1, 
2009.  

 Delegates also elected Jerry Peuler, Stewart Ross and Pam Fleming, to be trustees on the 2009-1010 
Kiwanis International Board. The three join John Button and Pietro Grasso, who were previously elected by 
delegates from Eastern Canada and the Caribbean and the Kiwanis International European Federation.  Past 
KT Governor Mark Garman put on a well advertised campaign, but failed to make the cut. 

 A major highlight of this yearôs convention was the way votes were counted in the House of Delegates.  
Kiwanis International contracted with a company that set up electronic voting.  Each delegate was given a 
keypad to register his or her vote instantly.  That innovative device enables us to complete our business in one 
afternoon session.

DAVID HAMILTONõS REFLECTIONS 

 Why are you a Kiwanian? Why did you join? Have those reasons 
changed? If you are like most Kiwanians, your own answers have evolved over 
time. And, most importantly, your answers represent nothing like the answers 
being voiced by today's younger Kiwanian.  
 During the 94th International Convention in Nashville, identifying those 
answers and creating clubs that meet the needs and personalities of younger 
potential members was a key point of discussion among the thousands who 
attended the event this year. Over and over, Kiwanis leaders told club leaders 
and managers to innovate, innovate and innovate their clubs and club activities 
in order to pull in more people into Kiwanis. For example, many clubs are being 
encouraged to develop satellite meetings at odd times and places, from wine 
and cheese gatherings in the evening to Sunday afternoon fellowship programs. 
And these satellite meetings require their members to get their required time in 
through service rather than sitting through four monthly, potentially stagnant club 
meetings. The ideas were sometimes weird, unusual and, yet, completely 
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acceptable by international leaders who reminded attendees that clubs are here for service and without 
members, there can be no service. Kiwanis Club must become more flexible in meeting the needs of new 
members if they are to meet the needs of their community.  
 Why are you a member of the Kiwanis Club of Brainerd today? And how do you plan to help this club 
meet the needs of community tomorrow?

        Receiving our 14th $1,000 check from the Youth Services Account will be Jennifer Paden of VORP. 
VORP stands for Victim Offender Reconciliation Program. According to the programôs mission, VORP works to 
create opportunities and harness resources for juvenile reconciliation. By doing such, the program helps first-
time youth offenders get past negative incidents and get back on the right path. 

       The collaborative efforts of several area leaders helped establish the program in Chattanooga. Reverend 
Carter Paden III , who helped start the first VORP program in Tennessee in Anderson County in 1986, joined 
forces with former mayor Gene Roberts, Hamilton County Juvenile Judge Suzanne Bailey and the Chattanooga 
Kiwanis Club to get VORP started in Chattanooga. The local agency opened its doors in August 2002 and 
received its first case in October 2002.  Since then, it has mediated more than 400 cases and 97 percent of the 
teens that have participated in the program have not repeated offenses
